Dear Mr Prime Minister;

I set forth below the statement of under-
standings which I am convinced is necessary
to achieve the prompt opening of negotia-
tions on & comprehensive peace. This state-
ment of understandings emerges from dis-
cussions held with you and other regional
leaders. Ilook forward to the letter of reply
of the Government of Israel in confirmation
of this statement.

The agreed objective is a2 comprehensive
peace providing for the security of all the
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States in the region and for the legitimate
rights of the Palestinian people.

Negotiations will start on an early date
certain between Israel and each of its
neighbors which is willing to do so. These
negotiations could begin by May 1, 1988.
Each of these negotiations will be based on
United Nations Security Council Resolu-
tions 242 and 338, in all their parts. The par-
ties to each bilateral negotiation will deter-
mine the procedure and agenda of their
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
